Maryland EECBG Waste Management Plan Template

All participating projects funded through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act’s (ARRA) Maryland Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) are required to provide a waste management plan as a condition of their award agreement. This requirement is one of several measures that allow the applicant to be exempted from Federal National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) review of EECBG sub-grants. 

This waste management plan will describe the Grantee’s plan to dispose of any sanitary or hazardous waste (e.g., construction and demolition debris, old light bulbs, lead paint, lead ballasts, piping, roofing material, discarded equipment, debris, and asbestos) generated as a result of the proposed Project.  

All Maryland EECBG Grantees, their contractors and/or sub-contractors are required to identify, maintain proper control, and provide documentation for the disposition of materials described in this plan. An objective of the waste management plan is to ensure that waste material generated from Maryland EECBG projects will be diverted from direct landfill disposal whenever opportunities for recycling and reuse exist.  Each contractor and subcontractor is required to follow this plan for the disposition of the waste generated by the contractor’s and subcontractor’s activity. 

Part 1 provides an estimation of the waste material types and quantities to be generated during each Maryland EECBG project.  Part 1 must be completed by Grantee and submitted to  and approved by MEA prior to construction beginning on a Maryland EmPOWER EECBG project.

Part 2 identifies the disposition pathway for each waste material type to be generated as a result of a Maryland EmPOWER EECBG project.  MEA will not reimburse Grantees for construction-related project costs until Part 2 is submitted.  For lengthy construction projects that may require multiple invoices, an updated Part 2 should be submitted with each invoice.

4)  Lead paint and asbestos abatement/removal must be handled by a contractor certified by the Maryland Department of the Environment (MDE). The certified contractor will recommend the required disposal procedures on a case by case basis (see notes 3 and 4 below).

1 Fluorescent light bulbs contain mercury, a type of hazardous waste.  In Maryland, compact fluorescent light bulbs containing mercury have been categorized as a universal waste in order to encourage recycling.  All fluorescent light bulbs which require disposal as part of the Maryland EECBG program must be recycled- no mercury-containing fluorescent light bulbs should be disposed of in a landfill.  A list of private fluorescent light bulb recyclers can be found on the Maryland Department of the Environment (MDE) website at http://www.mde.state.md.us/assets/document/CFL_recyclers.pdf.  Some Maryland counties recycle fluorescent lights. 

2 Some types of fluorescent lighting ballasts contain polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs).  While PCBs are a type of hazardous waste, PCB-containing lighting ballasts are designated as a universal waste in Maryland in order to encourage recycling.  All PCB-containing lighting ballasts that require disposal as part of a project funded through Maryland’s EECBG program must be disposed of through a ballast recycler.  A list of ballast recyclers can be obtained from the MDE website at http://www.mde.maryland.gov/Programs/LandPrograms/Recycling/SpecialProjects/collection/resources.asp.

3 Prior to 1978, some paints contained lead.  If the potential for lead paint is identified during the course of a Maryland EECBG project, a MDE accredited lead inspector (http://www.mde.state.md.us/Programs/LandPrograms/LeadCoordination/homeOwners/search/inspector.asp) must be brought in to identify the lead hazard and make recommendations on how to manage the lead paint, including disposal, should it be present.  

4 If asbestos is encountered in the course of a Maryland EECBG project, a MDE accredited asbestos contractor (http://www.mde.maryland.gov/assets/document/licensed_contractors.pdf) must be brought in to make recommendations on how to best contain, manage, or remove the asbestos contamination.  Should the contractor identify the need for asbestos removal, all asbestos disposal must be completed in a manner dictated by the MDE accredited asbestos contractor.
